(1)  Does the Project Description contain a completed Executive Summary, Project Proposal and list of Participating Agencies and Organizations?

     
(2)  Is the Proposed Project consistent with the goals and purposes of the ITS Program in TEA-21, Title V, Subtitle C, Section 5203 and meet the selection criteria for the ITS Deployment Program in TEA-21, Title V, Subtitle C, Section 5208?
     
(3a)  Does the Project Description identify the ITS Infrastructure Components that will be integrated across system, jurisdictional, or modal boundaries?  (3b)  For rural projects only, does the Project Description identify the ITS infrastructure components that will be deployed and/or integrated with Federal ITS funds.

     
(4a)  Does the Project Description explicitly state that the proposed integration project agrees to follow the Architecture approach included in Section 3.2 of the Guidance, (4b) indicate which of the three requirements that the project will fulfill, and (4c) discuss how the requirements will be incorporated into the proposed project?

     
(5a)  Does the Project Description explicitly state that the proposed integration project agrees to follow the ITS Standards Testing approach included in Section 3.3 of the Guidance; (5b) will cooperate with the analysis of the project as a potential test site for the US DOT sponsored ITS Standards Testing Program; and (5c) agrees to serve as an ITS standards testing site if selected by the testing program?

     
(6a)  Does the Project Description identify a project contact for ITS standards; (6b) identify all of the ITS Standards that will be considered in the project design; (6c) if an applicable listed standard will not be considered, provide justification as to why the standard will not be considered; and (6d) describe the process that will be used to ensure that the considered standards will be incorporated in the project design.

     
(7a) Does the Project Description explicitly state that the proposed integration project agrees to participate in Evaluation of Benefits as described under Section 3.4 of the Guidance; (7b) if this project is selected for independent evaluations, to cooperate with the independent evaluators; (7c) to participate in evaluation planning and progress review meetings to ensure a mutually acceptable, successful implementation of the independent evaluation; and (7d) to collect, document, and annually report cost accounting data.  (7e) Does the Project agree to conform to the reporting requirements outlined in section 3.5.

(9a) Does the project indicate agreement mechanism/agency;   (9) Does the Financial Plan identify the Congressionally designated amount of funds to be used by the Project, the 20% minimum match amount, and the remaining 30% match amount
