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ABSTRACT: 
 
On a two-mile test roadway in Salt Lake Valley, Utah; speed limits 
are varied based on visibility and traffic conditions using a 
weighted average algorithm and display via DMS.  Reduction in 
speed deviation, reduction in crash frequency, and increase in 
overall mean speed resulted. 
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
